1. The Curriculum: What do we teach, when and how?

Our Key Stage 2 children learn French in weekly lessons using our scheme. Lessons usually last 30 minutes. Children are introduced to French in fun, interactive lessons based around our scheme and using interactive resources.
Initially the emphasis is on speaking and listening. As the children progress they may record work on sheets or in a book.
Children learn to ask and answer questions; memorise words and understand basic grammar.
The pronunciation and phonology of French is taught alongside each module.
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2. What would you see in the classroom?
Lessons follow a set format each week.
Children are encouraged to be active learners. They learn in pairs as a class and individually. Lessons provide opportunities for talking to the teacher and to one another.
Pronunciation is modelled by the teacher and on the interactive whiteboard, using our scheme resources.
Worksheets and exercise books provide the opportunity for reading and writing.
Sometimes we learn songs and listen to stories .Each class has French vocabulary displayed permanently.

3. SEND and Inclusion.
We provide an inclusive environment where pupils feel safe to take risks and make mistakes. Children are not expected to speak in front of the whole class unless they so wish.
There is a lot of over-learning and repetition to reduce cognitive load.
Games and songs help to reduce anxiety and make learning fun and engaging..
Our scheme uses visuals and a multi-sensory approach to learning French. Teachers use non-verbal clues when speaking French.
Lessons follow a familiar and repetitive format across modules and from year to year.
SEND children may be supported by their peers or by staff. Adaptations are made in line with support plans and EHCPs.
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4. How do we know how children are doing? How do they know themselves?

Teachers will use ongoing AFL practice to continually asses their children.
Teachers will be observing and listening to children during lessons and they will be listening and speaking to each other.
As children progress they will have the opportunity to write in French and this will be recorded in books.
At the end of each module children are assessed before moving on.
End of year assessments are made, judging whether children are working below, at or above the expected standard. This helps to identify subject strengths and ensure all children are making progress.









5. Challenge in the curriculum.
We aim to encourage active learning and participation in lessons.
Children are encouraged to overcome any fear of speaking a new language and are encouraged to have a go and take risks.
They are introduced to aspects of French culture that will broaden their horizons.
