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1. The Curriculum: What do we teach, when and how?
All children access two weekly PE lessons, in addition to active lunchtimes and opportunities to attend our after school clubs. The planning and delivery of the curriculum is shared between class teachers, specialist sports coach and Stockport County FC. The school have adopted a published scheme, GetSet4PE which progressively develops skills and builds on children’s prior knowledge. The scheme is based on the Early Years Framework and the National Curriculum. The carefully thought out curriculum map enables children to be exposed to sequenced learning and the opportunity to repeat and practice skills taught.
In KS 2, children are provided with the opportunity to access swimming lessons which focus on the ability to develop various strokes, swim 25m and water safety. 
Outdoor and adventurous activity is provided to our Y4 and Y6 classes on residential trips.
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2. What would you see in a PE lesson? 
During all our PE lessons, key factors you would see are:
Inclusivity and a love of PE.
Understanding of the importance of team work.
Knowledge of how to sustain a healthy lifestyle.
Knowledge organisers for each strand of PE being delivered.
Vocabulary pyramids for each strand of PE.
QFT & L strategies- children developing skills independently, in pairs or groups. Modelling how to perform an action of throwing a ball, questions to get children to think about what they are doing and how they could improve.
Teachers who have good subject knowledge and who can engage all children in quality physical activity.
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3. SEND and Inclusion.
Tailoring the experience of PE for each child is the best way to provide them with full access to the benefits of lessons. The delivery is to be adapted not the curriculum.
 A valuable tool is the C-STEP principle: communicate, use space and adapt the task, equipment and support learners to ensure they participate and thrive in PE.
Some SEND children will have 1:1 support in lessons, and some may just take part in part of a lesson to ensure success. We encourage SEND children to participate in extra 
curricular activities.
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4. How do we know how children are doing? How do they know themselves?
Each strand of PE has a progression journey. These skills can be shared with the children so they are able to follow their journey, and skills that will need to be acquired for them to be successful.
Children are encouraged to contribute and there is an eagerness to do so.
Regular pupil voice is undertaken and also throughout lessons children are encouraged to reflect upon their learning, what has gone well, what they can improve.
Assessments are carried out after each unit and the teachers know where the children need to be challenged or to revisit certain aspects.


5. Challenge in the curriculum.

Children are provided with a variety of activities that aim to stretch them. The carefully planned progression documents enable teachers to know what the next steps are and how to ensure those key skills are embedded.
There is timetabled reflection time, and feedback opportunities are provided both by teachers and peers throughout the lessons.








6. Cross-curricular and enrichment.
Feelings of well being are fundamental to our overall health. PE has strong cross curricular links with PSED, Maths and Science. The good habits we develop now will see our children through to adulthood.
PE emphasises the importance of exercise for our mental and physical health and also the importance of a balanced diet.
Extra curricular activities include: football, multi-skills and girls football. [image: ]
