Retell the story of Owl Babies, once they have developed a deep familiarity with the text; some as exact repetition and some in their own words

UNDERSTANDING THE WORLD
Use non-fiction books and the internet to find out about British Woodland Animals and the season of Winter
Find out which animals are ‘nocturnal’ and which ‘hibernate’ and explore what these terms mean.
