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Intent
[bookmark: _GoBack]It is our intention at St Paul’s to enable children to explore, analyse and present information through computing. As a school, we will focus on developing these skills necessary for children to be able to use information in an effective way. We want children have a wealth of knowledge so that they leave primary school computer literate. In addition, we want to develop the cross curricular links within the STEM concept (Science, Technology, Engineering and Maths). We intend to follow a computing curriculum from Year 1 -Year 6 that develops pupil’s learning at their age and ability that results in gained digital knowledge of the world around them. This ensures that all pupils can understand and apply the fundamental principles and concepts of computer science, including; 
· Abstraction
·  Logic
· Algorithms
· Data representation 
· Analyse problems in computational terms
· Writing computer programs to solve such problems. 
We intend to build a computing curriculum that prepares pupils to live safely in an increasingly digital British society. 
Implementation 
· A scheme of work that provides coverage for Children in Year 1- Year 6 that follows the National Curriculum. Teaching and learning should facilitate progression across KS1 and KS2 including the strands; digital literacy, information technology and computer science. 
· Teaching and Learning of computing is modelled effectively from MGL Specialist teacher. 
· Children will have access laptops, iPads, programmable equipment and software that they need to develop knowledge and skills of digital systems and their applications. 
· Children will explore and respond to key issues such as online safety, social media, cyberbullying, security and plagiarism. 
· The importance of online safety is shown through displays and posters. 
· Parents are informed when issues relating to online safety arise and further information/support is provided if required. 
· STEM subject leaders to discuss and provide opportunities for subjects to interlink. 
Impact 
· Children will have a secure knowledge and skills within computing. 
· Children will be able to use previous taught skills to adapt and use knowledge in the evolving digital world. 
· Children will be confident to use technology and achieve their desired goals. 
· Children will be able to apply the British values of democracy, tolerance, mutual respect, rule of law and liberty when using technology. 
· Children will be aware on how to keep themselves safe whilst online. 
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
