KS2 Results 2015-2016
This year saw the introduction of new more challenging tests for Year 6, and different thresholds for reaching the expected standards.
Gone are levels, and in place are definitions of;
· Working below the expected standard
· Working at the expected standard
· Exceeding the expected standard
Every child and school was also given a progress   score, calculated from their results at Key Stage 1.

Last year our results were as follows;
Reading, writing and maths combined     41% at the expected standard 
Reading 66% reached the expected standard or above
Writing 69% reached the expected standard or above
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Progress in Reading was –0.28
Progress in Writing was -0.75
Progress in Maths was -0.36
0 is the mark where progress is neither plus or minus.

The average scaled score for Reading was 100.0
The average scaled score for Maths was 100.6

In Maths 3% reached the exceeding standard.
Overall we met the floor standard set by the Government for attainment and progress in Reading, Writing and Maths, but fell short of the floor standard in the combined percentage figure.
